Of March, 1903, showing that this guardian has settled in full with said Pilkinton. In said receipt said minor enters his appearance herein. Wherefore said guardian prays that this report be received and approved, and he and his bondsmen be discharged, and said guardianship closed………I, Fred Glasgow on oath state that the matters and things set forth in the above report are true to the best of my knowledge and belief.
